Thinking of the challenges ahead that await 
our national football teams as they take 
on the world this summer I’m reminded 
of the incredible power of collaboration 
and teamwork and how working together 
allows us to achieve outcomes that none of 
us could accomplish alone. Street Soccer 
is an example of this for me: a simple 
game that welcomes people from all ages 
and background, breaking down barriers 
and creating shared purpose. It’s a great 
reminder that connection, whether on the 
pitch or in our communities, is what really 
drives impact.

With your support we can continue to 
provide life changing experiences, be it 
participating in a unique once in a lifetime 
event like the Homeless World Cup, or 
every day at home in our communities 
across Scotland where every week of 
the year we run free, inclusive, trauma-
informed football sessions which are open 
to everyone of all ages and backgrounds, 
creating communities of support and 
bringing people together. 

Football is just 30% of what we do, 70% is 
made up of Off-Pitch support, tailored to 
the individual including housing support, 
specialist mental health provision, food 
provision, emotional support, signposting 
and work with our partner organisations. 

Creating change is a team effort, and we 
look forward changing the world together, 
one kick at a time.
